Planning a Party

Open Excel and enter the following data into a spreadsheet:
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40 Cost of Mobile DJ 100





See if you can get a black border around the cells

See if you can widen Column A so all the data can be seen
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The price for each item is as follows

Crisps

20p

Decorations
£1

Lemonade
50p

Peanuts 
30p

Coke

60p

Cakes 

£1.50

Enter the figures carefully and see what happens.

Hint: You will have to use the Currency button [image: image2.png]


 to get the figures to appear properly

Enter some figures in the Quantity column (Column C).

Enter formulas in the Total column (Column D) to work out how much you are spending on each item.

Create a Grand Total cell somewhere on the spreadsheet (it doesn't matter where).  Enter a formula in the Grand Total cell to add up all the costs of the party.

Your budget for the party is £200.  Rearrange your spending so your party is within budget!

Can you now explain why it is important to use formulas rather than doing the sums on a calculator or on paper?
